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What is the Rachel Foundation?

The Rachel Foundation for Family Reintegration provides programs to rebuild loving
bonds between parents and children, relationships damaged or destroyed by abduction
or by alienation, often in high-conflict divorce.

U  Thousands of children are abducted every year, either physically through kidnapping or emotionally by
alienation, which we call “Abduction of the Mind.” The National Center for Missing and Exploited
Children (NCMEC) and other agencies locate missing children and bring them home.

U  Abduction and alienation are forms of child abuse with lifelong consequences for their victims. Rachel
programs assist parents and children in rebuilding healthy, loving family bonds and social and cultural
ties. Programs take place at Rachel House, a warm, caring, safe, supportive, residential environment
deep in the Texas Hill Country, easily accessible from two international airports. Programs are overseen
by licensed professionals.

U Bridges: At Rachel House. Intensive residential program for returning abducted and alienated children
and their families. Voluntary placement by custodial parent or court-ordered.

U Footsteps: At Rachel House. Short-term residential parent-child visits, to strengthen damaged or at-risk
parent-child bonds. Voluntary placement by custodial parent or court-ordered.

{7 Helping Hands: Support services to a family’s home community. Collaboration with local profession-
als and agencies, training, counseling services.

U PASparents: an online support group in which more than 400 parents, grandparents and step-parents
join every day to share their experience, strength and hope as they cope with alienation issues.

0 International Abduction Recoveries: Rachel Foundation programs assist Courts to ease the return of
abducted children in cases where the Hague Convention applies. Programs facilitate parent-child access
and visitation under the Hague Convention (clauses 13(b), 21 & 26).
